Dr. Henry Lee, internationally renowned 
forensic scientist and educator, was on the 
campus of the University of Central Oklahoma 
on October 7 and spoke to students, profes-
sionals and the public regarding his illustrious 
career in forensic science and the science of 
solving crimes. Dr. Lee is Chief Emeritus of 
the Connecticut State Police, Founder and 
Professor of the Forensic Science Program at 
the University of New Haven, Editor of Seven 
Academic Journals, author or co-author of 30 
books and over 300 articles.  
 

Prior to his visit, Dr. Lee was already aware of 
the upcoming changes to the Forensic Science 
curriculum at UCO and the expansion of the 
Forensic Science Institute. Dr. Lee com-
mented to President Webb during a brief visit 
that it was his (Dr. Lee’s) opinion that “the 
new Forensic Science program at UCO is be-
coming the best Forensic Science program in 
the world.”

Tuition Fee Waiver Scholarship Budget Increase 
Each of the degree-granting colleges received additional scholarship dollars in 
tuition fee waiver budgets for the 2008-2009 academic year.
